
A willow plantation, known as a holt, is planted during the 

winter when the willow is dormant. 10ó lengths of willow 

rods are pushed into the soil just leaving a few inches 

above ground. These cuttings sprout readily the follow-

ing spring and produce long branch free rods. Once the 

leaves have fallen the following winter these rods can be 

harvested and dried ready for weaving.
