Introduction  
 
The Newbury Symphony Orchestra is one of the oldest amateur symphony orchestras 
in England. It is the local amateur symphony orchestra of the town of Newbury, 
Berkshire (website www.newburysymphonyorchestra.org). We are fortunate enough 
to have a comprehensive set of records dating from its foundation in Nov 27 1879. 
 
This document is a partial transcription of the Secretary’s Minute book dated 1880 for 
the Newbury Amateur Orchestral Union, forerunner of the Newbury Symphony 
Orchestra.It also contains scanned images of selected pages. The minutes start in 1880 
and end in 1887. 
 
I have not transcribed or scanned the book in full, but rather have selected material 
that I believe is particulary interesting. I have tried to consitently note the date of 
every committee meeting and general meeting. The text in the transcription column is 
verbatim with omissions or comments marked using square brackets [thus]. Looseleaf 
inserts and inserts are shown where I found them in the first column. My comments 
are in the third column.
