We're almost at the end of the traditional
Christian festivals that crowd into the first half
of the year. I've usually tended to follow them
in leading worship, but in a flexible way that
allows for other themes to be part of our
thoughts as well. As you will have gathered, |
find that approach very helpful, as it often
provides me with a theme to build the service
around. In my view Church calendars,
lexionaries and service books of all kinds make
very good servants, but should not be allowed
to take charge and become the master! So
Pentecost, or Whit Sunday comes (almost) at
the end of a long series of dates that begin
with Advent and Christmas and take us
through the story of our salvation in Jesus
Christ, by helping us to reflect on his life, death
and resurrection. That is so appropriate,
following, as it does, the main thrust of the
Bible’s teaching. All the events of the life of
Jesus are important, in fact each of them is
absolutely vital in giving us an understanding
of Jesus and all that he means to us. But if our
faith is to be more than just dry book-learning
we need a dynamic experience of the Holy
Spirit living in, and working through us, the
men and women who make up the church. The
message of Pentecost tells us that Jesus is ours,
and intends to live within and through every
one of us by the Holy Spirit. So today, as we
worship, we will be thinking about the ways in
which the Holy Spirit inspires and enables
Christian living and service, and our prayer is
that he will do that more in, and through
Dewsbury Baptist Church.
