Recipe for Class 149

ENGLISH CHERRY CAKE
3 eggs
175g caster sugar
75g ground almonds
175g butter, softened
200g glace cherries
Grated rind of 1 lemon

250g self raising flour
Juice of ½ lemon
2 tblsp milk plus little for the top
Flaked almonds
Granulated sugar

Method :

1. Preheat the oven to Gas 4/180C.  Put the eggs into a small bowl and beat.
2. Rinse the cherries, cut in half and mix with the ground almonds.
3. Beat the butter until soft then beat in the caster sugar until pale and fluffy.
4. Beat in the eggs a little at a time, beating well after each addition.
5. Beat in the lemon rind, fold in the sieved flour, then stir in the lemon juice and

finally the cherry and almond mixture.
6. Spoon into a greased and lined 7”/18cm round cake tin.  Level the top, brush with

a little milk and scatter a few flaked almonds and a little granulated sugar.
7. Bake for 40 minutes then reduce the temperature to Gas 3/160C for a further 35

minutes approx until the cake is firm to touch, golden and shrunk slightly from the
sides.

8. Store for 1 week before use.

2. Only exhibitors will be allowed in the staging rooms during staging.
3. Exhibitors will be allowed to submit any number of entries. An exhibit is as described in the

schedule, and in the handicrafts section 'an exhibit' means either a single item or, where
more appropriate, a group of not more than 3 related items.

4. The Judge’s decision will be final.
5. Any complaint or objection must be lodged in writing with the Chairman no later than

3.30 p.m. on the day of the Show, together with a deposit of £1, the same to be refunded if
the complaint or objection be proved; if not the deposit is forfeited.

6. Any exhibit, once staged, must not be substituted.
7. Vegetables to be shown as grown, with roots and tops where appropriate, and in accordance

with the Schedule.
8. Entries will not be accepted after 11.45 am on th e day of the show. Staging must be

completed by 11.55 am.
Judging commences at 12 noon.

9. All cakes in Class No. 149 must be made from the recipe printed in the Schedule.
10. All Horticultural exhibits must have been grown by the exhibitor, except for houseplants

where the exhibit must have been the exhibitor's exclusive property for at least three months
prior to the Show. In all other classes the exhibit must have been prepared by the entrant.

11. Vases will be supplied for flowers. They must be used in all classes 46-100.
12. Junior exhibitors pay a reduced entry fee unless entering an adult class, in which case the

normal entry fee will be charged.
13. A Novice is a person who has not won a First prize in the Novice or Open classes for that

type of exhibit.
14. A Novice may only win the Bibby Cup once.
15. All exhibits except where classes are marked in the schedule wit h the letter R  become

the property of the Society and will be sold, the proceeds going to Society funds. Any
exhibitor may retain a non-R exhibit on payment of an additional 30p per exhibit, such
payment to be made to the Entry Stewards before 11.45 am on Saturday.
“R” exhibits and exhibits to be returned will be in dicated by a red card

16. No responsibility will be undertaken for damage done to exhibits, etc, nor will the Society be
responsible for the loss of any article, but the Society will seek to ensure that reasonable
care will be taken of them and Stewards will be present to oversee the displays.

17. Trophies will be held for 12 months only, and winners of trophies will be required to return
them to the Secretary in good condition at least a week before the next Annual Show.

18. Exhibits are not to be removed before the presentation of prizes. Prize cards are not to be
removed until at least 4.00 p.m., and all cards remaining at 4.10 p.m. will be collected by the
Stewards for safekeeping until claimed by the winner.

19. Any exhibitor who, in the opinion of the committee, is guilty of any fraudulent practice shall
forfeit his claim to all prizes.
