Lake Michigan is the third-largest of North America’s five Great Lakes.  The lake is a freshwater ecosystem that forms part of the border between the United States and Canada. The lakeside scenery proves popular with many joggers, who follow the route from the city’s northernmost residential areas past Lincoln Park Zoo, to the edge of Navy Pier and Buckingham Fountain.
