GUIDE TO RECORDING
A recorder is required for all rounds of competition throughout the day and will sit next to the computer operator on the officials’ side of the trampolines. The recorder should be in official uniform. A pen/pencil is required for this job. A calculator is also recommended.

The recorder must arrive at the requested time and report to the competition organiser or judge coordinator. Recorder sheets will be supplied by the computer operator. After each person has competed, the Chair of the Judges’ Panel will call out the scores. Ensure that these scores are written next to the correct person. For the set routine, five scores will be called. List these, then delete the highest and lowest scores and add the remaining three together to give the round score. Check this total with the computer. If there is a difference, check the addition again. If the addition is correct, check that the five individual scores are the same as the computer. If there is a difference, refer back to the Chair of the Judges Panel to see where the error has occurred – do not assume that the computer is correct as the operator may have pressed the wrong key! The voluntary round will be run in reverse order of the set scores (i.e. the lowest score will jump first). This will almost always be a different running order to the set routine (except possibly in very small groups) so ensure that the scores are credited to the correct person. Enter the five form scores as before plus a mark for difficulty. The difficulty mark is added to the form score to give a total for that round. Add the set and voluntary scores together. Check the total with the computer. The performers with the top ten scores after the first two rounds will compete in the final. The scoring for this is the same as the voluntary round – again, check with the computer.

If a judge fails to score a routine, take an average of the remaining form scores for this judge, then proceed as usual.

Performers with equal scores will be separated by tie break rules. These are inbuilt in the computer system. If the computer should fail, take advice from the Chair of the Judges’ Panel.

It is very important that manual scoring is done in case of computer malfunction or power failure.

At the end of the competition, give the manual recorder sheets to the Chair of the Judges’ Panel.
