Rapid response to questionnaire

Dear Residents of Lambley

Many thanks for responding so well to the questionnaire regarding the issues raised for a Parish Plan.

Approximately 476 questionnaires were distributed; the number of properties listed on the Lambley Parish Electoral Roll. Of there were nine empty properties; several had electric gates, making retrieval difficult and some older people felt that they were unable to respond. We were, therefore, working on a basis of 460 possible responses. The total questionnaires received was 239 (one reply was spoiled), 51.9%, which is an excellent response.

As you can imagine, a lot of effort and hard work has gone into this exercise end the Steering Group members are thrilled it has been worth while. It has given us a clear picture of the issues that are of concern to you.
There will be a public meeting where all the information will be displayed and questions answered.

The main issues were:

Some of the issues raised in the "Other" category were immediately communicated to the Parish Council, e.g.

In respect of dog fouling - a Council Warden has been invited to spend a day in Lambley with regard to this issue.

In respect of planting schemes -these are being investigated and history plaques could be researched.
The work on traffic and speeding /s ongoing. 
In  respect of the lack of shops, Woodborough Post Office will deliver goods if the order is telephoned in and don't forget the shop at Lambley Motors.
