Rule modifications for the Junior League

12(d)(v)
(the “last 4 matches rule”) will not apply .

Registration of players in junior teams will not be required. (Modification of 14(a).)

Rule 7.
MATCHES (Changes and Fulfilment of)

Dates of matches may be changed by mutual agreement. The prime requirement is that the League Secretary be kept fully informed of requests to change and the actual changes so that he/she will be in a position to resolve subsequent disputes and problems. The following rules are formulated with these ends in mind.

	(a)
	(i)
	No games arranged for after March 31 may be re-arranged after that date, except at Committee discretion.

	
	(ii)
	If any match date is rearranged without the League Secretary being informed both teams will incur a penalty of 10 points.

	
	(iii)
	If two teams agree to change their match date they must both confirm their agreement in writing to the League Secretary within 3 days of the original fixture date. (This confirmation may include the rearranged date if this has been determined. If this is the case the following rule will have been satisfied automatically.)

	
	(iv)
	Following (or at the same time as) 7(a)(iii) above both teams must determine the date of the rearranged fixture (between the season start and end dates) no later than 1 week after the original match date and confirm this in writing with each other and the League Secretary.

	
	(v)
	If one of the two teams fails to send confirmation of the rearranged fixture date before the stipulated period has elapsed the match will be awarded 5-0 to the opposing team irrespective of whether the match is played or not.

	
	(vi)
	If both teams fail to send confirmation to the League Secretary before the stipulated period has elapsed both teams will be penalised 10 points.


(Sections 7(b), 7(c), 7(d) and 7(e) stand unaltered.)

Rule 15
(Matches)

New rule (g)

In all Junior league matches both players must wear protective eye goggles. One player refusing to do so will concede his/her match 3-0. Should both players refuse to wear such goggles their match will not count in the overall result of the fixture. It is the team secretaries’ responsibility to ensure that such refusals be recorded on both result cards. Should one card record such a refusal whilst its pair omits such a record the corresponding match will not count in the overall result of the fixture.
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
