Under 13 Playing Rules

a) Players must wear protective goggles during knock-up and play.
b) Play should start at 2pm with an estimated finish time no later than 5pm.
c) The players must be under 13 for boys, under 15 for girls at the start of the season. (1st September)
d) For league purposes a team will consist of 4 players. Other matches may be played by mutual agreement between the Team Secretaries but will not count towards the result of the overall fixture.

e) A match (player vs player) will consist of the best of 5 games.

f) Games will be scored as Point a Rally (PAR or “American”) up to 15 points with 2 clear points at 14-all

g) Each team will play each other team of the league once in the season. (There will be no “return” matches)

h) The League Secretary will allocate home or away dates for the fixtures on as equitable basis as possible. (If possible and applicable, this allocation will be reversed in the following season)

i) Three way ties will be arranged where possible.

j) Home Team Secretaries are required to complete and return result cards for each fixture to the League Secretary.

k) The team winning most matches of a fixture will have 2 points added to the fixture total.

l) If the match score happens to be equal, the two match points will go to the team with the most games won.

m) Each team will have 1 point added to the fixture total for each match won.
