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Robin Bibby MBE Celebrates 50 years in the Craft�
 

Fleetwood Lodge No. 3711 was the place to be in February when W Bro 
Robin Bibby, MBE, PPrJGD, 834 (Sc) Distr ict of Burma, celebrated fifty 
years in the Craft from the time of his initiation into Freemasonry in 
1956. 
On  hand  to  bring  the good wishes of the RWPrGM and to mark the half 
century presentation was W Bro J Brian Wright, PSGD, North Fylde Group’s 
Assistant Provincial  Grand  Master,  together with many other distinguished 
Grand and Provincial Grand off icers. 
W  Bro  Wright  took  an  interesting  look  at the world as it was in 1956 in 
his address to W Bro Robin. 
That year for example, on the sporting front, the Queen Mother’s horse, Devon 
Loch collapsed in sight of the winning post and Blackpool F.C. finished fourth 
in the first division having scored 93 goals; Jackie Mudie netting 32 of them. 
Elsewhere  Grace  Kelly  married  Prince Rainier, Marilyn Monroe married 
Arthur Mill er and 21 year old Elvis Presley had a hit with Love Me Tender 
and Heartbreak  Hotel.  (Incidentally  The  New York Times then suggested 
that, in future, Elvis  should  only  be  shown  on  TV  from the waist upwards, 
to conceal his provocative gyrations!) 
W Bro Wright recounted Robin’s fascinating story from his birth on June 1st 
1925 in Blackpool, the son of George and Florence Bibby. Robin’s father was 
a well known auctioneer and estate agent.

But Robin’s choice of employment was to be the sea and ships; a career that was to take him to Burma, the 
Gilbert and Elli ce Islands, the New Hebrides, (which became the Republic of Vanuatu) Hong Kong and all 
over the South Pacific as well as domestic waters with the Boston Deep Sea Fishing Company and Shell 
Tankers. 
It  also,  in  true  sailor’s  fashion  saw  him  find  romance  for, when working out of Liverpool, a friend 
introduced him to his sister, Shirley Kayley, whom Robin subsequently courted and married in 1955.  
Later that year, he and his new wife left England for Robin to take up a post as River Pilot in the Port of 
Rangoon in Burma. It was here that his interest in freemasonry was awakened and on Tuesday February 7th 
1956  he  was initiated into the Lodge of Peace and Harmony No. 834 under the Scottish Constitution 
marking the start of ten years active involvement in the Craft in Burma. 
W Bro Wright recounted that Robin’s Masonic career followed the exotic places where his work took him 
and included Pegu Lodge in Rangoon, Assistant Secretary to the District Grand Lodge of Burma, District 
Senior Deacon and membership of such side degrees as Foreman Chapter, The Excellent and Perfect Prince 
Rose Croix - all i n Rangoon.  
Then it was on to Vanuatu founding the Lodge of Discovery, ultimately becoming WM there.  
Hong Kong beckoned next and Victoria Lodge in the Register of the UGLE. 
And finally to Fleetwood Lodge, the AssPrGM reminded the brethren, where Robin became Chaplain - a 
position he occupied for ten years. 
W Bro Wright listed the many civic honours bestowed on Robin by the country; the most treasured being 
the M.B.E. and congratulated him on devoting his time and energy to the betterment of the world around 
him and freemasonry in particular. 
Remarkably, despite a career that took him all over the seven seas, he kept up a fifty year association with 
the Craft, and himself true to an obligation he took on the other side of the world, in Rangoon. 
Robin lives in Poulton with Shirley and enjoys the company of his four children and seven grandchildren. 
However,  two  of  his  children  have  inherited  his wanderlust as one is li ving in Sweden the other in 
Australia. 
To conclude a remarkable story the Group Chairman W Bro Jack Coates read and presented Robin with a 
framed commemorative certificate and the good wishes of the RWPGM. 
 

2006 Lakes Walk Postponed till 2009 
One of the major fund raising ideas for the 2010 Festival has been shelved until 2009. 
The 2006 Lakes Walk Committee which met at Leyland Masonic Hall l ast month decided that in view of 
the magnificent support thus far for the Festival with totals-to-date standing at £1,314,366 it would be 
‘ inappropriate’ to impose a further burden on the generosity of the Brethren of the Province to proceed  
with the proposed Lakes Walk in 2006. 
The walk will be postponed until 2009. 
All monies collected so far towards will be carried forward to the event then which is envisaged as a Grand 
Finale to the Festival. 
 

Clay Pigeon Shooting at Leighton Hall  
The  third  National  Masonic  Inter-Provincial  Clay Pigeon Shooting Competition is to be held at Leighton 
Hall , Carnforth, Lancashire, by kind permission of the Gill ow-Reynold’s family. 
The earliest records of Leighton Hall go back over 750 years to 1246 and it is known that Adam 
D’Avranches had a fortified manor there. The current owner is a direct descendant of his. 
The hall enjoys a wonderful and colourful history and provides a unique backdrop for the competition. 
The  event  is  to  take  place  on  Sunday  June 18th 2006 when it is expected that Provinces from all over 
the country will be represented. 
There will also be representatives from professional shooting bodies. (I am reliably informed not the U.S. 
Vice President after THAT friendly-fire incident at a similar shoot –editor.) 
Funds raised from the 2006 shoot will jointly support the New Masonic Samaritan Fund, the 2010 festival 
and Brian House. 
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It was a truly golden night for the three local charities who each received £2,100. At a presentation night 
held at the Briar Dene Hotel, Cleveleys, the  donations  were  made on behalf of the Freemasons/Rotary 
Grand Auction held during 2005. Over 150 pledges  were made by local Fylde businesses and individuals 
which made the Grand Auction possible. On offer were diverse items throughout the spectrum- from a 
holiday in Spain to a Freddy Flintoff autographed shirt- so the bidding was fierce. Leon  Tax  APrGM  
said: “This unique project between Freemasons  and  North Fylde Rotary Club demonstrates a fundraising 
partnership at its best. We are all grateful to the committees within both organisations who have worked 
so hard to make this event a reali ty; similarly to  the  generous  individuals who made pledges.” The 
charities which benefited from the £6,300 raised at the Grand Auction were Dreamflight (which flies very 
poorly children for holidays to Disneyworld in Florida), North West Air Ambulance and Donna’s Dream 
House (which provides holidays for terminally ill children in Blackpool.)

At Cleveleys Park Bowling Club W Bro Brian Wright our AssPrGM presented the prizes at the post- 
match buffet tea. 
Chairman Howells thanks all Lodges and Chapters for their generous support in the past as well as every-
one who donated prizes for the tournament and raff le and adds that he will be writing to all North Fylde 
secretaries to ask for support for this year’s competition. 
This year the tournament is to be held again at Cleveleys Park, West Drive, Cleveleys, on Saturday 27th 
May commencing at 12.15 p.m. 
Roy  told  us that  as  many  brethren  as  possible  are  invited  to come along to enter the competition. 
Inexperienced  bowlers  are  most  welcome and will receive a generous handicap! Spectators are also 
welcome to cheer on the bowlers.
