The English Democrats party is a totally democratic party. 

Every two years 11 National Council Members are elected, consisting of, Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer, and eight others. The remaining 9 National Council members are elected on an Area Basis. 

The 9 English Areas, roughly correspond with the 9 European Union Constituencies in England (but based on traditional county borders). 

The 11 Nationally Elected and 9 Area Elected National Council members make up the 20 man National Council of the English Democrats. Various responsibilities of the National Council are delegated to authorised Sub-Committees, generally a National Council member is Chairman of the various National Sub-Committees. 

Geographically the party is structured with 9 Area Committees, headed by the Elected Area Chairman, and then to County Level where there are 40+ County Branches (divided amongst the 9 Areas) headed by County Chairman. At grass roots level the English Democrats are also establishing Borough Branches. 

It should be noted that the English Democrats is a “bottom-up” party, in that the structures above Borough level are to support activity on the ground in the Boroughs. English Democrat activists are encouraged to use their own initiative at local level to get things done, and spread the English Democrats message.
