NOTICE OF RACE

 

1.                  The United Kingdom Challenger Championships will be held over 23rd & 24th September 2006.


2.                  The event is restricted to sailors with a disability sailing in Gold, Silver and Bronze fleets and will comprise 5 races.  Entrants must be members of the Challenger Class Association.


3.                  All Bronze Fleet entrants are required to have a pillion.  Entrants requiring a pillion should state “PILLION REQUIRED” clearly on the entry form.  The provision of a pillion by the organising authority cannot be guaranteed.


4.                  Competitors are advised to pre-register by completing and returning the attached form no later than Friday 15th September.  Formal registration will be from 1800 to 2230 on Friday 22nd September.  No entries will be accepted after 15th September.

5.                  An entry fee of £20 (cheques payable to RYA Sailability Scotland) will be charged which may be paid in advance or at registration.


6.                  Sailing Instructions and the detailed programme will be available at registration.


7. 
The regatta will be governed by the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing 2005-2008, the prescriptions of the RYA, the rules of the Class Association and the Sailing Instructions.

8.                  There will be a briefing at 0915 on Saturday 23rd.  Race 1 will start at 1100.  Races 2 & 3 will follow after lunch with a break of around thirty minutes between each race.  Race 4 will start at 1030 on Sunday with Race 5 to follow after lunch.  If time and conditions allow there will be a race for helpers on Sunday.

9.                  The scoring system will be the Low Points system of Appendix 2 of RRS 2005-2008.

10.               Catering will be available throughout the event.  Facilities are available in the club house and within Largs Yacht Haven.  Largs town centre is a short distance away.

11.               There will be a dinner (cost approx. £12) in the club house on Saturday Evening.  Places are limited so please indicate your wish to attend and the number of tickets required.  Early notification is essential to the organisers at sailability.scotland@tiscali.co.uk
