Badminton FAQs

I play badminton with friends at the local sports centre, how can I join a proper club?

There are lots of badminton clubs dotted around the County and there is almost certainly one in your area. Most clubs are on the lookout for new members but they all play on different nights of the week. I’m quite happy booking a private court, what have I got to gain by joining a club?

Well, booking a private court is how most people start-off but eventually you may reach a point where you want to improve, or play against different opposition. Joining an organised club can provide this opportunity. Most clubs are friendly and sociable groups, who meet each week to play badminton doubles games. At a club you will play Mens & Ladies Doubles and Mixed Doubles (but “generally” not Singles, as court space does not usually permit).

All SCBA clubs are registered with the Shropshire County Badminton Association and through them with Badminton England. Clubs compete in the County League structure, which caters for players of all standards.

Isn’t playing at a club a bit formal?

Not really, playing at a club can help to explain the correct rules and scoring of the game and by playing with other doubles players, you will learn to understand doubles play and enjoy the game more.

Is it expensive?

Actually, it works out cheaper than booking your own court. Visitor’s fees are usually around £5 per week for Adults and £2.50 for Juniors. This generally entitles you to play for two to three hours!

Most clubs have a membership fee if you decide to become a full member and this is usually even better value, so why not pop along to your local club and give it a go?

Note: Prices indicated above are a general estimate as membership fees will vary from club to club. Some clubs do not play during the Summer Months but if you have any questions, please call 07966 126618.
I’m a Junior, can I join a Badminton club?

Most SCBA clubs welcome juniors and operate a Junior membership fee, some clubs even have a Junior section! Note: there may be a lower age limit for juniors and court playing time may be reduced, please call 07966 126618 for details.
