Except in Classes 41 — 46, all entries in the Vegetable and Flower Classes must have been
grown by the Exhibitor.
Exhibits to be staged between 9.00am and 11.00am on Show Day. Please see a steward

if exhibits need to be moved. Exhibits may be removed after the prize presentation.
All remaining exhibits will be sold by Auction.
The Judges decision to be final, unless overruled by committee.

Entry Fee 10p per Exhibit. Junior Classes and Classes 47 — 48 free.

Points to be awarded 3, 2, 1, and no Exhibitor to take more than one prize in any one Class,
but Exhibit to be marked if it would have been awarded a prize.

WINE - clear bottles of approximately 26 fluid ounces, small labels of approximately 2” x %”
to be affixed 2" below the shoulder of the bottle; year of brew NOT to be stated. Flanged
natural cork stoppers to be used. No capsules.

A family of three or more, including children, qualify for Family Trophy.

NOVICE — A person who has not won a First Prize in a particular section at a previous Upton
and Kexby show.

Points from Class 41 do not count towards Floral Art Trophy.
Vases for Classes 25 — 35 and 38, and paper plates will be provided.
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
