This is based on the Roman conquest of Britain, and it takes you on the journey that a soldier may have taken from
landing in Dover up as far as Bishopton at the end of the Antonnine Wall in Scotland.

This route is covered in five stages: Watling Street - Devils Causeway - Hadrians Wall - Dere Street - Antonnine Wall.
